If we fail to know or experience this then we become deluded and self-centered, 

buying into the deception that we are all separate—every man for himself.

The existence of love cannot be confirmed by the five senses, but rather it must be felt to be 

known. Like electricity, love cannot be seen but we can feel it. We can also observe its effects 

and thereby induce its presence or its reality. Love is spiritual and is of the heart, whereas the 

mind and the intellect are of the world of duality. When our minds are removed from the 

senses and absorbed by the heart, we see only unity and oneness. When the mind is foreign to 

love and absorbed only in the intellect and its five windows of the senses, we see the universe 

and all beings as diversity, division and separation. Out of this separation arises ego. 

The scriptural evidence to support our position that love is the capstone on the pyramid of life 

and the single-minded goal of spiritual practice, is overwhelmingly complete. 

You have heard it said, ―Love your neighbor and hate your enemy.‖ But I tell you, Love your 

enemies and pray for those who persecute you, that you may be sons and daughters of your 

Father in heaven. He causes His sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the 

righteous and unrighteous. If you love those who love you, what reward will you get? Are not 

even the tax collectors doing that? And if you greet only your brothers, what are you doing 

more than others?  Do not even pagans do that? Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father 

is perfect.
