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Some years ago Barbara and I landed in 

Rio de Janeiro after a long overnight flight 

from New York.  The flight was early and 

the party meeting us hadn’t arrived at the 

airport, so we went into the restaurant to 

get a bit of breakfast.  Neither of us spoke 

Portuguese but I foolishly thought my 

meager knowledge of Spanish might get us 

something to eat. Together we experienced 

a “Pentecost” in reverse! I thought I had 

ordered bacon and eggs, and I received a 

pork sandwich.  So much for my language 

skills. 

 

A few days ago we experienced the REAL 

Pentecost – and we continue to experience 

it – in our Pentecost Brunch following the 

service; in the Vestry meetings where the 

movement of the Spirit is so compellingly 

evident; in the meeting of St. Barbara’s 

Guild where the members awarded      

camperships to Camp Noel Porter to four 

of our deserving young persons; in the 

careful preparation of the Church by our 

Altar Guild for every service; in the care of 

our sick and shut-in members by the     

Pastoral Care group; and in countless acts 

of love and concern by so many in our 

congregation. 

 

As a community, Trinity Church is such a 

diverse group.  On any Sunday so many 

varieties:  We represent so many different 

cultures, different colors, different levels 

of affluence, and abundant different levels 

of taste and experience.  Coming together 

in a welcoming community would seem to 

be impossible.  Yet here we are, speaking 

different “languages” and, by the Grace of 

God and through the gift of the Holy 

Spirit, listening to one another, working 

together, understanding one another and 

most important, loving one another. 

 

Hardly any of us has received the “gift of 

tongues”; but certainly we’ve been given 

the gift of understanding. 

 

Thanks be to God for all God’s gifts and 

most especially the gift of understanding.

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PARISH  PROFILE:    VICKY  SCARBROUGH  

 

 

 

 

   Trim and petite, Vicky Scarbrough still looks like the flight attendant she used to be.  When 

Vicky started flying, flight attendants were men and the women were known as Stewardesses.  

It seems a much more appropriate title for Vicky, whose perpetual willingness to serve is so  

evident here at Trinity. 

  

   Born in Houston, Texas, and schooled mostly in Dallas, she moved with her family to        

Los Altos, when her father’s work required the relocation.   She finished high school there, but 

missed Texas and didn’t always appreciate the attention her accent brought to her.   Though she 

stayed on the San Francisco Peninsula to pursue a career with United Airlines from college at 

Chico State, and has lived in the Bay Area, then Citrus Heights, and then Sonoma, she still  

considers herself a Texan at heart and has many family members still in that state. 

 

   It was while Vicky was flying for United that she met the man who became her husband in 

the mid 1970’s.  They settled in East San Jose and established a home for their two sons, one 

born in 1979 and the other in Citrus Heights in 1985.  Then, the following year Vicky’s husband 

died, leaving her a very young widow.  She had continued flying and found consolation and 

support from her fellow attendants as well as pilots she came to know through her work. 

 

   One of those pilots just happened to be Leon Scarbrough, whom Vicky married in 1987.  

Leon was already living in Sonoma at the time, and they decided to put down permanent roots 

here, where their blended families…Leon’s three (two daughters and a son) and Vicky’s two…

would have lots of space to run, explore, and grow. 

 

   Vicky, a lifelong Episcopalian, found Trinity and has been a devoted member and servant of 

the church since she came to Sonoma.  Along with service on the Vestry, as a Sunday school 

teacher, and with St. Barbara’s Guild, she is always a “regular” at church activities and can    

always be counted on to contribute and help prepare food for our various functions. 

 

   In 1995, Vicky was diagnosed with a rare form of cancer for which she underwent rigorous 

treatment.  She is convinced that her success in overcoming the disease is proof not only of the 

grace of God but also of the power of prayer.  She is still grateful to the many parishioners at 

Trinity who offered up prayers for her. 

 

   Along with service to Trinity, Vicky has served in a volunteer capacity for other organizations, 

among them the Visitors Bureau and the Boy Scouts.  True to form, Vicky Scarbrough         

continues to serve the needs of others.

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Trinityôs New Communication Project 

 
In our work last year with the Reverend John Bingham, the desire for better communication in the church 

stood out as a felt need shared by most parish members. We may have disagreed on many other issues, but we 

wanted better communication, especially with the Vestry and the priest. 

 

Most commonly communication is thought of as “transmitting information”, and the Vestry knows that parish 

members want to be informed, in the loop, up to speed, regarding the     leadership and direction of the church. 

We have been informally emphasizing communication (for example, our in church “Minutes for Ministry”) 

but the Vestry has now approved a more formal “Communication Project”, of which I have agreed to be the 

coordinator. 

 

According to the dictionary, “communication” is not just the transmission of information, it is also a message. 

And even when it seems like we are just transmitting straightforward, “objective” information, we are always, 

also sending a message of meaning, value and        purpose. 

 

So what is the message of the Vestry’s “Communication Project”? 

 

The message is one of inclusion: We want you to know about and to participate actively in the               

conversations and projects of the church. 

 

The message is one of appreciation: We want all members, and potential members to feel valued in their 

contributions to the church, whether they provide food for coffee hour or usher or show up for workdays or 

serve on the Vestry. 

 

The message is one of reflecting, in our actions and communications, our Christian values. And under 

George’s leadership, we can be sure that we know what we’re talking about when we talk about Christian   

values: love and grace. 

 

The message is that Christian values must permeate the life of the church but also reach out to the larger 

community. We need to communicate who we are to the larger community by supporting community          

activities such as FISH and Meals on Wheels, and by making a contribution to the community in the form of 

such offerings as concerts, lectures, and the labyrinth. 

 

And because communication involves listening as well as speaking and acting, the message means hearing 

what is occurring in our little piece of the world. Are we responding to the community’s needs or just our   

isolated vision? Are we working with other faith groups and groups within the community regarding shared 

concerns? 

 

This is an ambitious project, but so is Christianity, and so is trying to keep the church vital and relevant in   

today’s world. Our first efforts will be to communicate with each other, because our church has been fractured 

and demoralized and we need first to sustain ourselves. But we hope also, to strengthen ourselves and our 

church by growing and developing stronger ties through communication with the larger community in which 

we live. 

 

You will be receiving more details about the particulars of our project, but this is our overall vision.        

Please talk to someone you know on the Vestry if you want to hear more or if you have ideas.
